Students who complete this course successfully will be able to:

increasing periods of time.

The student will participate in the activities listed in the 1st Grade Family View Schedule. Students will adhere 
to staff office hours which are 7:05 – 3:05.

Attendance/Tardy Policy/Make-Up Work: 
Students must be present for 90% of the required days of learning to be promoted to the next grade level or 
receive credit towards graduation, if in high school. Notes for absences will still be required if a student is in 
remote learning. 
Make-Up Work – All students shall be allowed to makeup work when they are absent from class. Students 
shall have a time equal to days absent from class plus one day to complete all missed assignments. Under 
extenuating circumstances such as long-term illness or family emergencies, teachers will work with the 
student to determine the due dates for make-up work missed. Teachers may reduce the length or number of 
assignments as long as the appropriate TEKS are covered. Students returning to class following an absence are 
responsible for discussing with the teacher what is to be completed and the date for such completion. Make- 
up work, including tests, at teacher discretion may be an alternate version of the original work (including 
online) as long as it is at the same level of cognition and covers the identical learning target(s). Make-up tests 
should be administered before or after school to prevent a student from missing additional class time. At a 
teacher’s discretion, tests may be made up during the school day. 

 
 
Classroom Expectations: 
Each child will arrive prepared and ready to learn. Students will respect others, follow school safety measures, 
demonstrate responsibility, and exhibit honesty each day.
