Grade Level Goals:
Students who complete 5t grade successfully will be able to:

English Language Arts:
Students will enhance their language skills and use metacognitive skills to deepen their comprehension.
They will be listening, speaking, reading, writing, and thinking using multiple texts with a variety of genre.
Students will analyze the author’s craft and purpose as they make inferences and draw conclusions. They
will use genre characteristics and craft to compose meaningful text.

Student Evaluation:
The grading system for grade level (2 —5) is as follows:
o 40% daily assignments (formative) and 60% summative assessments
o Homework does not need to be graded; however, it should be reviewed for understanding. At teacher
discretion, homework may count for a maximum of 10% of the 40% daily assighment weighting.
e A minimum of one daily grade per week should be recorded per core content area. At teacher discretion, there
may be a greater number of daily grades.
e A minimum of one summative assessment grade per three weeks per content area must be recorded.
e Grades recorded should be reflective of a student's mastery of the TEKS taught during that grading period.
e Official grades will be in Skyward only and can be accessed by student andparent through Family Access.

Assignments, exams, expectations outside of the classroom:

Although no homework will be assigned, students are expected to read for 20-30 minutes per night. Work that is not
completed in class may be sent home to be finished. Students are encouraged to use I-Station at home for additional
practice in reading and math.

Attendance/Tardy Policy/Make-Up Work:
Regular school attendance is essential, no matter when or where the student receives instruction. Absences or tardies

from class may result in serious disruption of a student’s education. The student and parent should avoid unnecessary
absences and tardies.

Make-up work is the responsibility of the student who has an absence. The student must check with the teacher
regarding make-up work on the day he/she returns to class. Students shall have equal time to days absent from class
plus one day to complete all missed assignments. Zeroes will be given for any assignment or test not made up within
the allotted time.See EMSISD Student Handbook for further information.

Academic Integrity:
