Course Description: 
Historical content focuses on the political, economic, and social events and issues related to industrialization and 
urbanization, major wars, domestic and foreign policies, and reform movements, including civil rights. Students examine 
the impact of geographic factors on major events and eras and analyze their causes and effects. Students use critical-
thinking skills and a variety of primary and secondary source material to explain and apply different methods that 
historians use to understand and interpret the past, including multiple points of view and historical context.

1. Use critical thinking skills and a variety of primary and secondary source material to explain and apply different 
methods to understand and interpret the past. 

2. Understand the interaction of physical and human systems 
3. Analyze the impact of technological innovations

economies. 
5. Determine the significant people, events, and issues from the earliest times to the present
