Course Description:

Designed as a survey course, students learn a broad overview of art concepts. Students explore and learn about 2-D and
3-D art and are provided opportunities to create personal artwork. There is a fee per student determined by each
campus.

Course Goals:
Students who complete this course successfully will be able to:
e Use a variety of media/materials to create artwork utilizing traditional and experimental processes
e Identify and apply the basic elements and principles of design
Create art forms that communicate ideas
Apply the critical process: describe, analyze, interpret, and evaluate art
e Safely use materials, tools technology, and media (materials)
e Assemble a portfolio of work that demonstrates basic competence
e Identify major art historical periods and major art movements
e Investigate art careers
e Participate in on-going exhibitions
Student Evaluation:
The grading system for this course is as follows:
e Grade averaged 60% Major 40% Minor
e Major grades — tests (including District Common Assessments, six weeks assessments, projects, final essays,
research papers, presentations); minimum three per six weeks
e Minor grades — quizzes, daily assignments, journals; minimum four per six weeks
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o Aletter system (S, N, U) is used to report a student’s conduct based on proper/responsive conduct and citizenship

e Per Board Policy EIA (LOCAL), “The District shall permit a student who meets the criteria detailed in the grading
guidelines a reasonable opportunity to redo an assignment or retake a test for which the student received a failing
grade.

Upon reteach and retest, the new test, project, etc. recorded will
be a high score of 70%.

e Official grades will be in Skyward only and can be accessed by student and parent through Family Access.

Assignments, exams, expectations outside of the classroom:

Daily assignments will be posted in Canvas.

Homework will not be routinely assigned, but students may periodically work on projects outside of class if they choose
to do so.

Tests will consist of art vocabulary and related topics.

Preliminary Schedule of Topics, Readings, and Assignments

1% 6 weeks: Beginning drawing (elements of design) and composition planning
2" 6 weeks: Drawing (value and perspective)

3" 6 weeks: Painting

4t 6 weeks: Printmaking and mixed media

5t 6 weeks: Sculpture/3-D art forms

6" 6 weeks: Final project (student choice)
