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RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD                                                                                           
REGARDING HAZARDOUS TRAFFIC CONDITIONS 

 

WHEREAS, Education Code 42.155(d) allows the Board of Trustees of Eagle Mountain-Sagi-
naw School District to obtain supplemental state funding for transporting regular, otherwise 
ineligible students who live within two miles of their school but who would be subject to haz-
ardous traffic conditions if they walked to school; 

WHEREAS, the TEA handbook on School Transportation Allotments requires the Board to 
adopt language providing the definition of hazardous traffic conditions applicable to the Dis-
trict and identifying the specific hazardous areas for which such funding is requested; 

WHEREAS, the Board acknowledges the Education Code 42.155(d) provisions stating that a 
hazardous condition exists where no walkway is provided and students must walk along or 
cross a freeway or expressway, an underpass, an overpass or a bridge, an uncontrolled ma-
jor traffic artery, an industrial or commercial area, or another comparable condition; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Trustees of Eagle Mountain-Sagi-
naw School District has defined hazardous traffic conditions in the same manner as stated in 
Education Code 42.155(d) and has identified the following specific hazardous areas in which 
such conditions exist: 

HAZARDOUS BUS ROUTING  

The following areas are within the two-mile limit and are deemed to have a hazardous condi-
tion necessary to prohibit students from walking to school: 

1. Comanche Springs Elementary and Prairie Vista Middle School 
All streets south of Coneflower Trl., east of Magnolia Blossom Trl., north of Ranch Rd., 
west of Wagley Robertson Rd. These areas are known as The Ranch and Savanna Es-
tates. 

2. Creekview Middle School 
All streets north of W.J. Boaz, east of Boat Club Rd., west of Bellingham Rd., and south 
of Bush Buck Run. These areas are known as Innisbrook Place and Lake Vista Ranch.  
South of W.J. Boaz, east of Boat Club Rd., north of Cromwell Marine Creek, and west 
of Bowman Roberts. These areas are known as Cheyenne Ridge, Villages of Eagle 
Mountain and Trails of Marine Creek.  

3. Creekview Middle School 
All streets south of Grand Junction/south of Shore Front Dr., north of Robertson Rd. and 
north of Ten Mile Bridge Rd. at the 7300 Block of Boat Club. This area is known as 
Carter Slough and Eagle Ranch. 

4. Prairie Vista Middle School 
All streets West of I-35, North of NE Loop 820, east of Missy Ln./Kristen Dr. and south 
of Western Center Blvd.  These areas are known as Alexandra Meadows, Northbrook, 
Ironwood Crossing, Avana Point Apartments, Skyview West  Apartments.

5. High Country, Prairie Vista Middle School, and Saginaw High School 
All streets west of Blue Mound Rd., south of Pelican Way, east of Burlington Rd. and 
north of McLeroy.  This area is known as Spring Creek subdivision. 

6. Willow Creek Elementary 
All streets north of Parkview Hills Ln., west of Old Decatur Rd., east of Waterford Dr. 
and south of Staree Lane.  This area is known as The Enclave Apartments. 

7. Dozier Elementary 
All streets north of Brooklyn Dr./Nathaniel Dr., south of Cromwell-Marine Creek, west of 
Bowman Roberts Rd., east of Boat Club Rd. This area is known as Stone Creek Ranch. 

8. Comanche Springs Elementary and Prairie Vista Middle School 
All streets north of Bailey Boswell, west of Blue Mound Rd, south of Fall Wood Trl., east 
of Black Adler Dr./Sassafrass St. This area known as Creekwood subdivision.  

9. Eagle Mountain Elementary  
All streets south of Boat Club Rd. and south of N. Lighthouse Ln., east of Eagle Moun-
tain Lake, west of S. Breeze Ln. and north of Crest Ridge Dr. These areas are known as 
Live Oak Area, Secret Harbor, Harbourview Estates, E. Boat Club Rd., The Landing, 
The Legends Apartments and La Frontera.   

10. Lake Pointe, Wayside Middle School, and Boswell High School 
All streets north of Bailey Boswell, west of Saginaw Main, east of Centerboard Rd. and 
south of N. Watertower Rd.  This area is known as Glen Mills Village, Twin Mills, and 
Twin Mills Farms subdivisions. 

11. Willow Creek Elementary 
All streets south of McLeroy Blvd., west of Knowles, east of Old Decatur, and north of 
Longhorn.  This area is known as the Parkwest subdivision. 

12. Parkview Elementary and Creekview Middle School                                                          
All streets north of Cromwell Marine Creek, south of W.J. Boaz, east of Riverwater Trail 
and east of Meandering Creek, and west of Old Decatur Road.  This area is known as 
the new part of Marine Creek Hills and part of Parkview Hills. 

13. Greenfield Elementary 
All streets south of Brooklyn Dr./Nathaniel Dr., east of Boat Club Rd., west of Bowman 
Roberts and north of Ten Mile Bridge.  This area is known as Bowman Estates and Pin-
ion Park subdivisions. 

14. Greenfield Elementary 
All streets south of Ten Mile Bridge, east of Boat Club Road, west of Bedfordshire and 
north of South Ridge.  This area is known as Greenfield Acres. 

15. Northbrook Elementary 
All streets east of Mark IV Parkway, south of Western Center, north and west of Old 
Denton Rd.  This area is known as the Ironwood Crossing Townhomes, Avana Pointe 
Apartments, Skyview West Apartments, and The Crossings of Fossil Creek. 
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16. Lake Pointe Elementary, Bryson Elementary, and Wayside Middle School  
All streets south of Bailey Boswell Road, east of Boat Club Rd., north of W.J. Boaz and 
west of Bryson Lane and west of Steel Dust.  This area is known as Boswell Ranch, 
Innisbrook and Boswell Meadows subdivisions. 

17. Parkview Elementary 
All streets east of Riverwater Trl., north of Loop 820, south of Marina del Rd. and west 
of Old Decatur Rd.  This area is known as Terrace Landing.   

18. Greenfield Elementary 
All streets south of Cromwell Marine Creek, east of Bowman Roberts, north of Striper 
Dr. and west of Huffines.  This area is known as part of Marine Creek Ranch subdivi-
sion. 

19. Willow Creek Elementary 
All streets east of Old Decatur, south of W.J. Boaz/Bridle Trail, west of Chestnut and 
north of McLeroy.  This area is known as The Courts of Willow Creek, Whisper Wood 
Estates and the Dominion. 

20. Saginaw Elementary 
All streets south of Reed Avenue, east of Knowles, west of Lottie Lane and north of 
Longhorn.  The area affected is known as Sunshine Playhouse Day Care. 

21. Lake Pointe Elementary 
All streets west and south of Centerboard, north of Bailey Boswell and east of Boat Club 
Road.  This area is known as Lake Pointe subdivision.   

22. Bryson Elementary 
All streets east of Knowles, south of W.J. Boaz, west of Saginaw Boulevard and north of 
Cambridge.  This area is known as the Courts of Willow Creek and Willowstone Estates 
subdivision. All streets north and east of Old Decatur Road past Bailey Boswell Road, 
which include streets of Mill Stone Trail and Milo Drive. The area is known as Glenn 
Mills Village. All Streets and homes north and west of Old Decatur Road past Twin Mills 
and Glenn Mills Village. This area is known as North Fork Estates. 

23. Dozier Elementary  
All streets north of Cromwell-Marine Creek, south of Heatherglen Terrace, west of River-
water Trail and east of Bob Hanger.  This area is known as the older part of Marine 
Creek Hills. 

24. Ed Willkie Middle School 

All streets east of Huffines, north of Ten Mile Bridge Rd., south of Cromwell Marine 
Creek Rd. and west of Old Decatur Rd.  This area is known as Terrace Landing, Marine 
Creek Ranch Phases 5 and 6 and Phase 1 east.  All streets west of Bowman Roberts 
Rd., south of Cromwell Marine Creek Rd., east of Boat Club and north of Ten Mile 
Bridge Rd.  This area is known as Stone Creek Ranch, Pinion Park and Bowman Es-
tates.  All streets north of Ten Mile Bridge Rd., west of Huffines, east of Boat Club and 
south of Shadydell.  These areas are known as Marine Creek Meadows, Marine Creek 
Heights and Greenfield Acres.  All streets west of Boat Club, south of Robertson Rd., 
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east of Hodgkins and north of Shadydell.  This area is known as Crestridge/Jenkins 
Heights, Meadow Lake, and Lake Worth Area. 

25. Willow Creek Elementary 
All streets west of Marsha, east of Knowles, north of McLeroy Blvd., south of 
Mooney/Vista Mills/Nathan.  This area is known as Willow Vista and Amber Meadows. 

26. Elkins Elementary 
All streets west of Valley Creek, east of Bob Hanger, north of Creek Hill and Brahma 
Trail, south of Bay Ridge Court.  This area is known as Parkview Hills west of Valley 
Creek.  All streets south of W.J. Boaz, north of Hereford Dr., east of Apalachee 
Trl./Mohegan Dr. and west of Bowman Roberts. This area known as Cheyenne Ridge. 
All streets north of W.J. Boaz, south of Skysail Rd., east of Lake Vista Way and west of 
Bowman Roberts. This area is known as Lake Vista Ranch. 

27. Dozier Elementary 

West of El Capitan St, south of Cromwell-Marine Creek, east of Huffines Blvd, north of 
Coleto Creek Cir. This area is known as Marine Creek Ranch. 

 
28. Boswell High School 

All streets south of Bailey Boswell Rd, east of Bowman Roberts, North of W.J.Boaz, 
west of Bryson Ln, west of Steel Dust. These areas are known as Innisbrook Place and 
Boswell Meadows.  
 

29. Chisholm Trail High School 

All streets south of Appaloosa Cir., east of Marine Creek Pkwy., north of Grayson 
Ridge, north of River Rock Rd. and west of Blue Quartz Dr. These areas are part of Re-
mington Point, Trailwood subdivisions and all of Terrace Landing subdivision.
